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The ancient document Bukoyawa was written by the Maeno family, retainer of Nobunaga and Hideyoshi,
with the aim of handing down the origins and achievements of their predecessors to posterity. The
document depicts the many warriors in the Age of Provincial Wars who are associated with Konan City,
such as Nobunaga and Hideyoshi and their retainers, including the lkoma family, and the Hachisuka
family. It also records stories about Kitsuno, daughter of Ikoma lemune and wife of Nobunaga, who gave
birth to Nobutada, Nobukatsu, and Tokuhime, and the Ikoma House in Koori Village (current Koori-cho).

As the world’s leading authority on international
law, he served as the dean of the Faculty of Law,
University of Tokyo, and the Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court. He is the first Honorary Citizen of
Konan and the recipient of the Order of Cultural Merit.
